Format

· Event will consist of air rifle and pistol competitions using .177 rifles and pistols with the team total scores being added together to identify the overall winning team. 
· There will be four disciplines and teams will rotate during the day to complete each.   
· Trophies will also be awarded to the winning team members and the individual Scout with the highest total combined score.  

Air Rifles

· Standing with rifle at 6 yards – 5 practise shots followed by 2 scoring targets of 5 pellets each using 5 bull targets
· Kneeling with rifle at 6 yards – 5 practise shots followed by 2 scoring targets of 5 pellets each using 5 bull targets. Target height = 1 metre
· Prone (laying) with rifle at 6 yards – 5 practise shots followed by 2 scoring targets with 5 pellets in each using 5 bull targets.  Target height = 25cm

· Pistols at 6 yards – 5 practise shots followed by 2 scoring targets with 5 pellets in each using single bull targets

Pistol will be loaded by Instructors and only fired by Scouts. 

Scout may shoot holding the pistol in either one or both hands.

Arrivals / Departures

There will be no car parking in the HQ grounds other than for leaders helping at the event and all must be parked by 9.45 am so that there are no vehicles moving in the grounds once the scouts are on site.  Scouts are asked not to arrive before 9.45 am.   

Other Information

All members should arrive and depart in uniform, but competitors may change into comfortable clothes for shooting activities.

A packed lunch is required along with all snacks for the day.  Drinks will be available during - please ask scouts to bring a non-breakable mug.
